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In October, the Kingdom of Morocco was the monthly rotating
chairperson  of  the  Africa  Union  (AU)  Peace  and  Security
Council  (PSC).  The  provisional  program  of  work  initially
envisaged five substantive sessions of which two agenda items
were dedicated to country/region specific issues. Two more
agenda  items  with  country/region  focus  were  added  in  the
course of the month. Accordingly, situations in the Horn of
Africa, Central Africa and the Sahel were considered during
the month. Overall the PSC convened seven (7) sessions and one
joint consultative meeting addressing a total of eight (8)
agenda items plus the consultative meeting.
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
